Notices From the Board 

 

Keep your overhanging trees and brush from growing 

into the District roadways.  It is hazardous for drivers, 

riders, and walkers. The District can enforce the Easement 

Policy.  

 

It's burn season so make sure you have cleared 100 foot 

around your dwellings and keep the brush down on your 

property and the road easements. Thank you.  

 

Do not attach signs of any kind to the gate pillars or green 

monuments--they will be removed. The glue from tape gets 

on the rock of the pillars and it ruins the finish of the 

monuments. Please use wooden stakes or frames for your 

signs. 

 

Please wait for the gate to completely open before you 

proceed through the gates.  Let your visitors know too.   

 

Temporary Gate Code for Events 

If you are having a large event, or work done on your 

property, the District office can issue you a temporary gate 

entrance code to give to your gardener, contractor, or 

guests. Call the District Office at 530-677-5889 or email 

cecsd@att.net to arrange for a temporary code. Please 

request this code a week before needed. This code will be 

disabled when it is no longer needed by the resident.

Please be sure to contain your dogs, or walk them on leash. 

El Dorado County ordinance 6.12.050 addresses aggressive 

and dangerous dogs. Owners of dogs are required to keep 

their dogs confined to their property or on a leash at all 

times. Dogs that bite people or other animals can be deemed 

potentially dangerous or vicious. All animal bites should be 

reported to Animal Services. Please contact El Dorado 

County Animal Services (not the CECSD) to report a 

loose/aggressive dog, dog attack or altercation with any 

other animal at 530-621-5795 or go to their website at:
