El Dorado County ordinance 6.12.050 addresses aggressive
and dangerous dogs. Owners of dogs are required to keep
their dogs confined to their property or on a leash at all
times. Dogs that bite people or other animals can be deemed
potentially dangerous or vicious. All animal bites should be
reported to Animal Services. The owner of a dog that bites
someone and causes serious injury could face
misdemeanor or even felony charges. Please contact El
Dorado County Animal Services (not the CECSD) to
report a loose/aggressive dog, dog attack or altercation with
any other animal at 530-621-5795 or go to their website at:
